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Connecting the A-16D Pro
The A-16D Pro is designed to create a network of A-Net devices. The A-Net 
signal appearing at the input of the A-16D Pro is distributed to each of the 
eight outputs on the front panel. Devices are connected in parallel rather 
than in serial fashion.

Connections on the A-16D Pro Front 
Panel
There are two sets of A-Net connectors on the front of the A-16D Pro A-Net 
Distributor. They are marked Input and Output.

The Input section accepts the A-Net signal coming from any A-Net device. 
This is likely to be an A-Net input module in typical audio systems. You 
can expand a Personal Monitor Mixing System by using as many A-16D 
Pro A-Net Distributors as required.

The Output section sends an exact copy of the input signal in parallel to 
each of the eight outputs.

An A-Net Thru jack allows multiple A-16D Pro Distributors to be daisy 
chained together.

The connections on the A-16D Pro front panel can use standard Category 5 
cables or cables equipped with the Neutrik EtherCon Cat-5 connector. The 
EtherCon connector is an XLR-style connector similar to a mic connector. 
They offer a locking mechanism and increased protection for the Cat-5 
connections. 

Front Panel LED Indicators 
The front panelôs A-Net Input jack contains two LEDs. The red LED indi-
cates that the A-16D Pro is powered on. The green LED blinks to indicate 
that a valid A-Net signal is plugged into the Input jack.

Connecting an A-16D Pro
In a simple system containing one input module and a number of Personal 
Mixers, the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor sits between the input module and 
the Personal Mixers.
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A-Net InputA-Net Input

You can connect a Personal Monitor Mixing System in a variety of ways. 
In a typical system, audio inputs will be connected to the Input jacks on the 
rear of the A-Net Input Module, such as an AN-16/i, or routed internally in 
the digital domain from a mixerôs control surface when using a Y1 Yamaha 
Output Card. From the input module, the A-Net output is connected to 
the first Personal Mixer in the system. Each subsequent Personal Mixer is 
connected by running a cable from the Mixerôs A-Net Output to the A-Net 
Input on the next Personal Mixer. This type of connection is called a daisy 
chain.

When using the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor, the daisy chain linking of 
Personal Mixers is optional. Up to eight Personal Mixers can be connected 
directly to the A-Net outputs on the front of the A-16D Pro.

To connect the A-16D Pro:
Å Connect the A-Net Output on the input module to the A-Net 

Input on the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor using a Category 
5 cable. .

Å As with all A-Net compatible devices, the cable length 
between compatible components can be up to 500 feet (150 
meters) long.

A-Net Thru

The A-Net Thru jack provides an easy way to expand a system. The A-Net 
signal appearing at the Thru jack is an exact copy of the input signal. There 
is no power supplied to this jack, however.

A-Net OutputsA-Net Outputs

The eight A-Net Outputs on the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor all carry the 
same signal. You can use any output to connect a Personal Mixer.

To connect a Personal Mixer:
Å Connect a standard Category 5 cable from A-Net Output 

#1 on the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor to the first Personal

Mixer in your system.
Å DC power is supplied automatically to the first connected 

Personal Mixer - no external DC power supply is required.

At this point the Personal Mixer is connected to the A-Net signal chain. 
Any audio connected to the A-Net input module should be available for 
mixing in the Personal Mixer. Refer to the Personal Mixer User Guide for 
additional information about using the mixing features of the Personal 
Monitor Mixing System.

Connect additional Personal Mixers using Category 5 cables from an 
available Output on the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor to the A-Net Input on 
the Mixer.

The A-Net outputs on the A-16D Pro can be connected to any A-Net 
compatible device, allowing flexible routing and system configurations as 
well as virtually unlimited system expansion.

Connections on the A-16D Pro Rear 
Panel
The rear of the A-16D Pro A-Net Distributor contains the standard IEC 
power input for the unit. The main power supply in the A-16D Pro is a 
switching type, compatible with the variety of electrical systems in use  
worldwide. 

The A-16D Pro can operate with input voltages from 100 to 240 volts and 
at rates from 50 to 60 Hz. Replaceable IEC cables for AC power systems 
throughout the world are available from many electronics dealers. Avoid 
using cable adapters whenever possible. Replacement cables must provide 
an earth ground connection. 

Powering a Personal Mixer Remotely
There are a number of advantages to adding power for a Personal Mixer at 
the A-Net distribution point.
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Å No DC power supply is needed at the performerôs location
Å Multiple discrete DC power supplies are replaced with a 

single AC power connection.
Å The Distributor can be located near a convenient source of 

AC power.
Å A one-cable solution for supplying A-Net and DC power to a 

mixing station is possible.

To power a Personal Mixer via the Cat-5 cable:
Å Connect the A-Net cables as described previously between 

system components (from the A-Net input module to the 
A-16D Pro).

Å Connect a Category 5 cable from the powered A-Net output 
on the A-16D Pro to the A-Net input on the Personal Mixer.

Å The Personal Mixerôs A-Net Active LED will light to 
indicate that a valid A-Net signal is present.

Å Continue connecting up to eight Personal Mixers in this 
manner.

Note: The DC power supply in the A-16D Pro can power only one Personal 
Mixer. If you start a daisy chain from a Personal Mixer powered from an 
A-16D Pro, the additional Personal Mixer units will need a source of DC 
power.

Each Personal Mixer that is powered remotely no longer needs a DC power 
supply connected to its rear panel. If this happens accidently, however, note 
that you cannot harm the system.

Expanding a System
Any number of A-Net devices can be used in a system. This includes 
A-16D Pro A-Net Distributors. To expand a system, additional A-16D Pro 
Distributors can be connected to any available A-Net Output, such as the 
outputs on Personal Mixers or on other A-16D Pro units. 

A dedicated A-Net Thru jack on the front panel of the A-16D Pro allows 
multiple units to be cascaded.

To add another A-16D Pro to a system, simply connect 
a standard Cat-5 cable from the A-Net Thru of the first 
A-16D Pro to the A-Net Input on the second A-16D Pro.
