Power Sources:

Your unit should be connected to a power source only of the
voltage specified in the owners manual or as marked on the unit.
This unit has a polarized plug. Do not use with an extension cord or
receptacle unless the plug can be fully inserted. Precautions should
be taken so that the grounding scheme on the unit is not defeated.
Hazards:

Do not place this product on an unstable cart, stand, tripod, bracket or
table.

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INTRODUCTION

The multi-purpose Yorkville 100kb Power Combo mixer/amp has been designed to pro-
duce the most performance possible in a compact combo format. The Yorkville 100kb is
appropriate to use with just about anything that produces an audio signal (except instru-
ments with magnetic coils used as pickups. This includes such items as professional or
home keyboards, microphones, or other audio sources such as CD-players or even cas-
sette decks. No matter what, the Yorkville 100kb Power Combo will sound great and be
dependable for years to come.

INPUTS

The Yorkville 100kb has three input channels, all of the input channels can be used
simultaneously. As an example, you could use a microphone on Channel 1 a stereo key-
board on Channel 2, and a drum machine on Channel 3. You can balance the loudness
of the sources by adjusting each individual channel’s volume control.

Channel 1

Channel 1 is optimized for microphones, however the phone jack can also accept line
level inputs from an electronic keyboard, CD-player or other audio sources. This channel
offers more gain than Channel 2, it's advised that the source with the lower level output
be connected to Channel 1. Adjust the volume control for the level of sound desired.

This channel’s 1/4-inch input is balanced (T.R.S. or Tip/Ring/Sleeve, +/-/gnd). The
phone jack can also use regular, unbalanced, cables. For best results, and reduced noise,
it is advised that you use balanced (stereo) cables for interconnection wherever possible.

e Do Not use both the phone and XLR inputs on Channel 2 at the same time. ®
The signals will be attenuated!

Piano Contour: By activating the Piano Coutour on Channel 1, the 100kb Power Combo
mixer/amp becomes attuned to helping you unleash that ‘killer’ piano sound your key-
board is attempting to reproduce.

Channel 2

Channel 2 - This channel is optimized for line level signals such as an electronic key-
board, CD-players, cassette decks, or other audio sources. The channel also sums stereo
signals properly for use with this single amplifier system. You can utilize this feature by
using the two RCA jacks (both sets of jacks can be used at the same time). Adjust the
Channel 2 volume control for the level of sound desired.

Reverb: This switch enables the Reverb for Channel 2. This allows you to use the
Internal Reverb selectively.




Channel 3

This channel is also optimized for line level signals. The phone jack input is balanced
(TRS or Tip/Ring/Sleeve, +/-/gnd), however, it can also accept regular unbalanced cables.
Adjust the volume on the Channel 3 control for the level of sound desired.

TONE CONTROLS

The LOW and HIGH controls allow a wide range of tonal adjustment. The tone controls
affect the sound output from both channels. Increase or decrease the LOW control to
affect low frequency information and the HIGH control for high frequency information.

Please note: Due to the great variance between possible signal sources, it may be possible to
distort the signal by adjusting the LOW or HIGH controls.

EFFECTS LOOP

The EFFECTS LOOP can be used to insert signals from external sources such as a Digital
Effects or Equalizers into the signal path. The loop is inserted after the tone and volume
controls. To use the EFFECTS LOOP connect the EFX SEND jack to the input of the
equalizer or effects unit. Connect the output of the equalizer or effects unit to the EFX
RTN jack to complete the loop.

LINKING TOGETHER MULTIPLE COMBOS

The EFX SEND jack can also be used as a LINE OUT source. The output is balanced
although an unbalanced cable can be used. The EFX RTN jack can also be used as an
AMP IN connection.

REVERB

The built in reverb adds reverberation to all three channels. The REVERB control sets the
level of reverberation added to the signal. To turn off the internal reverb, turn the reverb
control to zero. The effects loop is independent of the reverb circuit, so using the effects
loop does not affect the internal reverb.

PHONES

Headphones can be connected to the Yorkville 100kb by inserting a headphone plug
into the PHONES jack located on the front panel. While headphones are connected,

the internal speaker is disconnected. Always use stereo headphones. The audio heard
through stereo headphones will be a mono signal separated into the two earpieces.

Caution: Always exercise caution when using headphones to avoid permanent hearing loss.

POWER SWITCH

When the Yorkville 100kb Power Combo is turned on, the LED beside the power
switch will be illuminated.
